Content Interactions: 

Student-Instructor Interaction: Instructor will create online lectures to cover and deliver course 
materials. Instructor will have face-to-face office hours weekly. Students are required to respond 

to a question after the lectures to ensure understanding of content. Students are also required to 

participate in Discussion Boards that are facilitated by the Instructor. Student-Student 
Interaction: Students will be required to participate in Discussion Boards. Students must respond 

to the prompt, respond to other students, ask additional questions, and/or post articles or 

information from the news media to help facilitate discussion. Students will work in groups of 3-4 
to research a pathogen not covered in the course and complete the Group Project Disease 

Guide. Student-Content Interaction: Students will be required to watch online lectures and take 

notes. Students will be required to respond to a question after the lecture and participate in 
discussion boards. Students will be required to complete Disease Guides after covering each 

pathogen.
